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CONNECT Beyond is a regional mobility initiative that is being led by the Centralina Regional Council
and the Charlotte Area Transit System (CATS) and will create a long-term regional transit plan for our
two state, 12-county region. This regional transit plan will guide future public transit investments in
our region and will serve as a blueprint for how to implement a robust, interconnected public transit

network that will combine high capacity transit lines, enhanced bus services, and other innovative
mobility solutions.

The goal of creating an interconnected regional transit network is to allow residents and visitors to
travel seamlessly throughout our 12-county region - crossing municipal, county, and state lines
-aboard modern, high quality public transportation services.
